The Paragraph Structure
Topic Sentence – States the main idea of the paragraph 
Supporting Sentences – Develops the main idea with details, facts and examples.

Concluding Statement – Ends the paragraph

Essay Structure (Remember, the essay structure is like an expanded paragraph structure!)
Introduction:
· Opening Remarks – Introduces the subject being discussed.

· Thesis Statement – Presents the main idea of the essay. 

Body:
Topic Sentence – States the essay’s first main point

Supporting Sentences – presents details, facts and examples

Topic Sentence – States the essay’s second main point

Supporting Sentences – presents details, facts and examples

Topic Sentence – States the essay’s third main point

Supporting Sentences – presents details, facts and examples

Conclusion:

Restatement of the thesis – summarizes the essay’s main point. 

Closing Remarks – Presents the writer’s final thoughts on the subject.
